N. S. Vlasova. Public-private partnerships in secondary education: challenges, advantages, and development trends

This article is devoted to implementing public-private partnership (PPP) mechanisms in the public management of secondary
education in Ukraine. The study substantiates that attracting private resources is a critical instrument for modernizing educational
infrastructure and improving the quality of education, particularly under the severe constraints of limited budget financing and the need
for post-war recovery. Special attention is given to the crucial necessity of clearly differentiating the terms “state-private” and “public-
private” partnerships, as the latter encompasses a significantly broader range of involved stakeholders, heavily featuring local self-
government bodies. The author conducts a thorough analysis of the primary barriers currently hindering the development of PPPs in
Ukraine's educational sector. These critical obstacles include the imperfection of the legislative framework, the absence of standard
contracts adapted to educational specifics, the lack of effective methodologies for evaluating project success, and undefined legal
requirements regarding the experience and reliability of potential private partners. The research points out that such regulatory
instability and legal uncertainty exacerbate corruption risks and complicate the protection of investments in developing economies.
Furthermore, the article reviews international experiences and proposes a novel categorization of contractual PPPs in education based
on their direct or indirect impact on the learning process. The first group includes the private management of public schools, voucher
systems, and subsidies, which directly affect educational quality and operational costs. The second group consists of infrastructure
PPPs, outsourcing of educational and non-educational support services, and research partnerships, which primarily aim to increase
the volume and efficiency of educational services in the short term. The study emphasizes that while the state may step back from directly
providing services, it must retain its core obligations regarding the funding, regulation, and strict monitoring of educational providers
to ensure equal access to high-quality learning for all children. Ultimately, the research concludes that the effectiveness of public-
private interactions heavily relies on transparent risk allocation within precise contracts, strong mechanisms of social protection
against educational segregation, and the high managerial competence of local municipalities to balance business financial goals with
the fundamental social needs of territorial communities.
